If a valid reason is provided, the accommodation for the above 

assessments involves transferring the weight to the final exam.

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absence within 48 hours of the originally scheduled exam.  Otherwise, a grade of zero on 

the exam will be assigned.  The content of make-up exams will differ from the originally 

scheduled exam.  If a student is absent from both the midterm exam and its make-up 

exam for reasons that have been approved by an Academic Counselling office, then the 

weight of the midterm exam will be transferred to the final exam. 

11.   Academic Offences 
Scholastic offences are taken seriously and students are directed to read the appropriate 

policy, specifically, the definition of what constitutes a scholastic offence. 

The use of artificial intelligence tools including ChatGPT is not permitted in the 

discussion questions or the assignment.  Representing an idea or expression of an idea 

that was generated by artificial intelligence will be considered an offence. 

For activities that are completed in pairs, each student must write their own identifying 

information (name, student number, and signature).  Writing someone else’s identifying 

information is an offence; any student who has been found to have done this will receive 

a grade of zero on the assessment. 

Computer graded multiple choice exams may be subject to submission for similarity 

review by software that will check for unusual coincidences in answer patterns that may 

indicate cheating. 

12.   Use of Electronic Devices 
No electronic devices will be permitted during quizzes or exams.
